The result of tastings at the 22nd edition of the Mundus Vini - Spring Tasting competition, one of the most 

influential international wine contests, have been announced. And Esporão places six Portuguese wines among the 

winners.  

Over six days, a jury comprised of 270 professionals in the sector, from 44 countries, tasted 6770 wines from more 

than 150 wine regions all over the world. The result was 33 Grand Gold Medals, 1102 Gold Medals and 1575 Silver 

Medals.  

The red wines Esporão Reserva 2015, Quinta dos Murças Minas 2016 and Quinta dos Murças Reserva 2012 were 

awarded Gold Medals and the white wines Esporão Reserva 2016 and Monte Velho 2017 received Silver Medals, as did 

the port wine Quinta dos Murças Vintage 2015.

The region’s extreme climate and terrain, the agricultural practices respecting nature and the different winemaking processes emphasize the true character of the 

fruit, resulting in concentrated, elegant and fresh terroir-driven wines. 
Quinta dos Murças produces wines, such as Assobio DOC Douro and the Quinta dos Murças range - Quinta dos Murças Minas, Quinta dos Murças Margem, Quinta 

dos Murças VV47, Quinta dos Murças Reserva, Quinta dos Murças Porto Tawny 10 anos, Quinta dos Murças Porto Vintage 2011 and Quinta dos Murças extra-virgin 

olive oil.
